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COURSE DESCRIPTION


Human Psychology provides opportunities for young adults to examine psychological concepts involved in human behavior. Students will study the historical, sociological and psychological theories in human development. Students will examine topics related to relationships such as Conflict Management, Understanding Human Behavior, Personality Theories, Mental Health, Communication, Decision Making, Goal Setting, Interpersonal Relationships, Human Sexuality, Multicultural Lifestyles, and Consumerism. This course gives students tools to succeed in their careers and social situations while providing an opportunity to learn more about themselves as they develop more meaningful relationships with friends and family, and prepare for adult responsibilities.
MATERIALS REQUIRED (For In-Person Instruction)

Students will be provided with a textbook (Understanding Psychology by Glencoe McGraw Hill) for the course while in the classroom.  The textbook is also available for use in the school library, and online through the Trevor G. Browne School Website.     Students will be guided through a registration process while in class to access the textbook online.    Students will also need the following supplies to use for this class:

MAKE-UP WORK / LATE WORK


Any assignment turned in after the due date and/or time is considered late.  The make-up work must be completed and turned in within one week of the absence, unless other arrangements have been made due to extenuating circumstances. Assignments that are late beyond that, due to absences or simple failure to do the assignment, will be accepted for a level of credit to be determined at the teacher’s discretion based on the type of assignment (generally 60%).  Specifically, essays turned in late will be graded on a scale of decreasing percentages of value for each consecutive day late.

If an assignment is due on the day of an absence, the assignment is due at the beginning of class on the day the student returns (this does not apply to the Senior Project or essays).  
Students who are absent are responsible for acquiring any missed assignments.  Any student who will be absent for more than two days should contact me for work.  Certain assignments and scores cannot be made up, as they require the participation of all students in class, i.e. class discussions and in-class group work.  
Students will be required to attend Advisory hours when problems arise regarding missed work or academic intervention.  Additionally, parents will be notified regularly through progress reports (every 3 weeks), as well as by phone call/email as needed. Parents are also encouraged to use the district’s parent portal, Parentvue, to monitor grades.
